Anton Hendricks donated the ground for
the Holy Cross church. The Jesuits
called the mission at Keuterville "5t.
Peter’s' but when the bishop came to
bless the church, he called it "Sacred
Heart Church."” When the church was
built in 1911 and dedicated, the bish-
op said "I have too many Sacred Heart
churches in my diocese, I will call
this one Holy Cross Church'.
