First Baptism was for Lawrence Peter Duiber on January 22, 1889, the parents
are Maria (Helm) and Carol Duiber, Sponsors Michael and Adele Behen, Rev.
Soer the priest. Last baptism was Rhonda Nuttman on May 4, 1986, the
daughter of Mary (Seubert) and the late Ron Nuttman, Rev. Tony Jahner, S5.J.
officiating. There are 767 baptisms listed in the book.
